Real-time water levels and flows are now available via your web enabled cell phone for several of our popular river destinations.  

 

Kevin Cheek, with EMUPA, has created scripts that access real-time data from the USGS site.  We have created an access point on the EMU Paddlers Web site which can be accessed by any cell phone with a minibrowser (most new cell phones sold by Verizon for example).

 

To access the data set up a new URL in your cell phone for >>  www.emupa.org/wap  ( Don't click this, your browser can't read it.  It's a WAP page).

 

The index page shows listings for Michigan, North Carolina, Pennsylvania, and West Virginia.  Select the state, for a list of available rivers.  Each reading gives the current water level and flow, along with previous readings so you can get an idea whether it's rising or falling.
